PLAN YOUR TRIP

WALKING ROUTE
The Arena/Olympic Legacy Park 
Tram Stop is approximately a five-
minute walk from the EIS. Please 
see the map, or use our journey 
planner, to plan your route. 

BY TRAIN
Located 2.6 miles away from the 
arena, the nearest train station is 
Sheffield Rail Station. Sheffield Rail 
Station is served by frequent and 
direct EMR services from London 
St Pancras (2h 38m) and Liverpool 
Lime Street in (1h 48m), as well 
as many other cities across the 
country.

BY TRAM
To reach the arena by tram, take the 
yellow line from Castle Square tram 
stop (city centre) to Arena/Olympic 
Legacy Park.  

BY BUS
From Sheffield Interchange, take bus 
number 208 to Attercliffe Common/
Amberley Street. This service runs 
every 30 minutes. This bus stop is 
approximately a four-minute walk to 
the arena.
