PLAN YOUR TRIP

WALKING ROUTE

The walk from Huddersfield 
Station takes approximately 
20 minutes. Please see the 
map, or use our journey 
planner, to plan your route. 

BY BUS

Bus numbers 202 & 203 
depart from Huddersfield Bus 
Station, Stand Y and stop on 
Leeds Road (5 minutes from 
the Stadium). Visit  
www.wymetro.com for 
timetable and journey planner 
details.

BY TRAIN

The nearest train station 
is Huddersfield which is a 
short walk (10-15 minutes) or 
taxi ride from the Stadium.  
Served by trains between 
Manchester and Liverpool in 
the North West and Newcastle 
and Middlesbrough in the 
North East, there are also 
trains to York, Scarborough 
and Hull via Leeds.
