PLAN YOUR TRIP

WALKING ROUTE
The fastest walking route is from Horwich 
Parkway. This route is short and direct, 
taking approximately five minutes. The 
walk from the Beehive bus stop is slightly 
longer, taking approximately 15 minutes.  

BY BUS
From Bolton Interchange, take bus 
number 575 to the Beehive bus stop. 
From here, the stadium is a 15-minute 
walk. Please see the map for further 
information. 

BY CAR
The postcode for the University of 
Bolton Stadium is BL6 6JW, however 
for directions by car, please use the 
RLWC2021 journey planner.

BY TRAIN
The University of Bolton Stadium is 
located 5 miles from Bolton Interchange, 
located on the Manchester to Preston 
line and the Ribble Valley line and just 
400m from Horwich Parkway Station. 
A Northern Rail train from Bolton 
Interchange to Horwich Parkway is an 
8 minute journey. Horwich Parkway is 
also served by trains travelling from 
Manchester, Blackpool and Preston.
